Astor House is a much admired traditional family home
occupying an elevated position overlooking the picturesque
village of Maidens and Turnberry and beyond across the Firth
of Clyde to Arran and Ailsa Craig.

The property has been meticulously upgraded, expertly
modernised and extensively re-configured by the current
owners with no expense spared in creating a fabulous and
rarely available home. As our photographs show the level

of fixture and finish is truly bespoke and this continues
externally with extensive manicured gardens including patio
areas and charming summerhouse.

In summary the accommodation extends to, on the ground
floor, an entrance vestibule , reception area, formal lounge,
open plan dining and sitting areas, fitted dining kitchen,
rear hall, utility room and two Wc's. From the rear hall there
is a private staircase to bedroom five. There are two further
staircases to the first floor which provides a galleried landing
and four further double bedrooms including a master suite
with dressing area and walk-in wardrobes. Bedroom two also
benefits from a three piece shower room. Completing the
accommodation is a three piece shower room.

Externally the property is entered via remote controlled
electric gates with a winding driveway culminating in a paved
driveway and the attached garaging. The gardens have been
exquisitely tended with flowing lawns, well stocked borders
with seasonal plants and shrubs, mature trees and extensive
patio areas.
